Accommodations

Registration Fee

Registration fees for the seminar are $275.00 per K-9 team, which includes the dog and handler. The fee includes one Lunch, T-shirt, and door prizes.  Each observer or helper will also be charged a registration fee of $275.00. All registration fees MUST be received by November 30, 2009. Confirmation will be mailed upon receipt of registration. PCAA certifications will be offered at no charge. NNDDA Patrol Certification and NNDDA Narcotic Certification will be offered at this school and the fees for these certifications are $30.00 for membership (1 year) and $25.00 for each certification.  The total amount is $80.00 ($30.00 membership, $25.00 Patrol Certification, $25.00 Narcotic Certification). The check for these fees should be made payable to National Narcotic Detector Dog Association, 379 C. R. 105, Carthage, TX 75633. This check should be given to the NNDDA official on the first day of the school.
