A non-refundable five-hundred-dollar ($500.00) filing fee must accompany all applications. The City of Sevierville 

Beer Board tentatively meets on the 3rd Monday of each month at 11:30 a.m. at the Sevierville Civic Center located 

at 130 Gary Wade Blvd, Sevierville, Tennessee.

If the application is approved, you are required 

to provide documentation of sales tax registration to the City within ten (10) days of approval. Any applicant making false statements in this application 

shall forfeit his permit and shall not be eligible to receive any permit for a period of ten (10) years. 

 

A privilege tax of $100.00 for each type of permit is imposed on the business of selling, distributing, storing, or manufacturing beer in this state effective 

January 1, 1994, and each successive January 1. Any holder of a beer permit issued after January 1st shall pay a pro rate portion of this annual tax when the 

permit is issued.

ORDINANCE NO. 02023-002 

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND TITLE 8, CHAPTER 2 OF THE SEVIERVILLE 
MUNICIPAL CODE REGARDING BEER 

WHEREAS, the Board of Mayor and Aldermen of the City of Sevierville, Tennessee, 
deem it necessary and desirable to amend Title 8, Chapter 2 of the Sevierville Municipal 
Code regulating the manufacture and sale of beer within the City. 

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the BOARD OF MAYOR & ALDERMEN 
of the CITY OF SEVIERVILLE, TENNESSEE, that: 

Title 8, Chapter 2 of the Sevierville Municipal Code is hereby amended, as follows: 

Section 8-201 is amended by renumbering Subsections (23), (24) and (25) as (24), 
(25) and (26), and adding a new Subsection (23), to read as follows: 

"(23) Sample shall mean a serving of beer no larger than two (2) ounces, provided 
without charge to a potential customer for the purpose of tasting." 

Section 8-204 is amended by deleting the current Section in its entirety and replacing 
it with the following: 

8-204. Permits for the manufacture of beer. Permits for the manufacture of craft 
beer shall be issued in accordance with the general requirements of this chapter. In order to 
sell beer at retail, a manufacturer of beer must further apply for permits for retail sale for on­
premises and/or off-premises consumption. A manufacturer who has also obtained a permit 
for retail sales may provide up to six ( 6) Samples per person per day. Documentation by the 
manufacturer of the number of barrels produced each calendar year may be required. 

Section 8-208 is amended by deleting Subsection (h) in its entirety and replacing it 
with the following: 

(h) Properly pay all taxes. fees. and charges. All property taxes, hospitality taxes, 
license fees or other charges owed by the permittee, or by the owners of the permittee, to the 
City, to Sevier County, Tennessee, and to the State of Tennessee must be kept current 
throughout the term of the license. This requirement shall not apply to the owners of a 
permittee that is a publicly held company. 

Section 8-212 is amended by deleting Subsection (e) in its entirety and replacing it 
with the following: 



( e) A permittee having this category of license shall be allowed to sell and serve on a 
patio or open air area, for which access is provided only by going through the interior of the 
building. The patio or open air area shall be enclosed by a permanent fence, railing, or 
similar structure, a minimum of forty-two inches (42") in height, which obstructs normal 
walking access to the patio or open air area, except by entry through the interior of the 
building; provided, however, that in the area classified as Town Center by the Sevierville 
Zoning Ordinance, the patio or open air area may be accessed from outside the building, as 
well as through the interior of the building. When access to the patio or open area is only 
provided through the interior of the building, the fence, railing, or other structure shall have 
at least one (1) emergency exit, to be opened only in the event of an emergency and so 
marked, which will emit an audible sound, such as a bell, siren or other like sound, when the 
emergency exit is opened. Additional such exits may be required depending on the size of the 
fenced in area, as specified in the Sevierville Fire Protection Ordinance. 

Section 8-214 is amended by deleting Subsection (e) in its entirety and replacing it 
with the following: 

( e) A permittee having this category of license shall be allowed to sell and serve on a 
patio or open air area, for which access is provided only by going through the interior of the 
building. The patio or open air area shall be enclosed by a permanent fence, railing, or 
similar structure, a minimum of forty-two inches (42") in height, which obstructs normal 
walking access to the patio or open air area, except by entry through the interior of the 
building; provided, however, that in the area classified as Town Center by the Sevierville 
Zoning Ordinance, the patio or open air area may be accessed from outside the building, as 
well as through the interior of the building. When access to the patio or open area is only 
provided through the interior of the building, the fence, railing, or other structure shall have 
at least one (1) emergency exit, to be opened only in the event of an emergency and so 
marked, which will emit an audible sound, such as a bell, siren or other like sound, when the 
emergency exit is opened. Additional such exits may be required depending on the size of the 
fenced in area, as specified in the Sevierville Fire Protection Ordinance. 

Section 8-215 is amended by deleting Subsections (b) and (d) in their entirety and 
replacing them with the following: 

(b) Beer may be sold for consumption only at the permanent catering hall of the 
caterer or at a site for which the caterer has given at least seven (7) calendar days' advance 
notice to the city recorder. Such notice shall be given by submitting a Notice of Catered 
Event form. Blank forms may be obtained from the office of the city recorder. 

( d) No caterer may provide only alcohol without meals present and available for 
consumption at any catered event. It shall be the responsibility of the caterer to ensure that 
meals are present and available during all serving hours. 

Section 8-219 is amended by deleting Subsections (b) and (c) in their entirety and 
replacing them with the following: 



(b) An outdoor venue beer permit has been submitted to the city recorder for the location and 
dates where the beer will be sold or provided, at least seven (7) business days prior to the 
beginning of the event. 

( c) A non-refundable review fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00) per application has been 
paid. 

Section 8-221 is amended by deleting Subsection (b) in its entirety. 

Section 8-222 is amended by deleting Subsections (e) and (f) in their entirety and 
replacing them with the following: 

( e) Consumption of the contents of any growler on the premises where it was filled is 
strictly prohibited. However, the licensee may provide Samples (as defined in this Chapter) 
of any beer on tap, up to six ( 6) Samples per person per day. 

(f) Sales of growlers shall be limited to the legal hours during which the licensee may 
sell such alcoholic beverages as set forth in section 8-208(2) of this chapter, and must be 
removed from the premises before the applicable closing time. 

Section 8-224 is amended by adding a new Subsection (l)(f), to read as follows: 

(f) Copies of valid city and county business licenses. 

Section 8-228 is amended by deleting Subsection (2) in its entirety and replacing it 
with the following: 

(2) Any violation of any law of the State of Tennessee, now in existence or 
hereinafter adopted, regulating the sale, manufacture or distribution of beer or intoxicating 
liquor. 

Section 8-229 is amended by deleting the first sentence of Subsection (1) and 
replacing it with the following: 

When the beer board has reason to believe that any permittee has violated any of the 
provisions of this chapter or any provision of state law regarding regulating the sale, 
manufacture or distribution of beer or intoxicating liquor, the board is authorized in its 
discretion to notify the permittee of the violation in writing and to give notice that the 
permittee must appear and show cause why the permit should not be suspended or revoked 
for the alleged violations. 

Section 8-229 is further amended by deleting the third sentence of Subsection (5) and 
replacing it with the following: 

"Clerk" means any person working in a capacity to sell beer directly to consumers for 
off-premises or on-premises consumption. 



Section 8-231 is amended by deleting the first sentence and replacing it with the 
following: 

If the beer board determines that a clerk of an off-premises or on-premises beer 
permit holder certified under Tennessee Code Annotated, § 57-5-606 sold beer to a minor, 
the beer board shall report the name of the clerk to the alcoholic beverage commission within 
fifteen ( 15) days of determination of the sale. 

This Ordinance shall take effect five (5) days from and after its final passage, the 
public welfare requiring it.
